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The workshop series will introduce participants to basic statistical methodology used in health research. Topics included in this workshop are:  foundation concepts, such as definition of the p-value, statistical vs. clinical significance; confidence intervals; minimum clinically important difference; sample size; and power. The analysis of continuous, dichotomous and time-to-event data will be discussed as well as common analytic approaches when dealing with continuous data and dichotomous data, including discussion of appropriate tests.
